the cost. Schools or individuals may pay for the additional adults.) General admission is $5; admission for
_ seniors (62+) and full-time college students is $3.

A NOTE TO HELP WITH CHAPERON SELECTION: All students will receive Free Return Tickets at the end of
the visit. These tickets allow the student and two guests to return and visit the Museum for free at a later
date. Parents who indicate that they would like to be chaperons after you have designated the maximum
limit of four (4) should be encouraged to return with their student at a later date using the Free Return Ticket.

WHEN YOU ARRIVE

ARRIVE AT THE REAR EDUCATION ENTRANCE facing Julia Davis Park and the Rose Garden. Do not enter

through the front of the museum. Arrive no more than 5 minutes before your scheduled time, as your docents
can only let you into the Museum at your indicated tour time. Do not ring the delivery buzzer.

DIVIDE YOUR CLASS INTO TWO GROUPS (of approximately 15 students) for their tour.
IDENTIFY YOUR CHAPERONS for the docent and MAKE THE PAYMENT for additional adults

LEAVE LARGE FIRST AID KITS AND BAGS at the Education Entrance. First aid kits and bags must be smaller
than 116 X 150 and must be worn on the front of your

REMEMBER: The Museum has no indoor or outdoor lunch facilities. Tour groups may bring their lunches and
enjoy Julia Davis Park or visit the restaurants at BODO or nearby Boise State University.

Social Studies, History, Geography

e Have students discover patterns in their communities. Students can use community maps to identify
manmade and geographic features and determine what patterns they create on the landscapes. For a
detailed lesson plan, visit the following website:  http://www.nationalgeographic.com/xpeditions/
lessons/03/g68/hometown.html.

e Learn about career fields and people who work in museums. Discuss what a curator or preparator does.
Have students interview a person who works in a museum or research an area of the museum field and
write about what it would be like to spend a day in their job.

e The Boise Art Museum turns 75 in 2012. The original building was completed in 1937. Have students
research other events that happened in 1937 in Idaho, the United States and the world. Ask students to
consider how everyday life was different in 1937, make a list of popular musicians and artists from that
time and identify the news stories that made headlines.

Reading and Writing

e Compare and contrast types of literature. Have students select examples of literature by finding books
from the library and write brief descriptions of the stories and what genres they relate to.

o Write an essay that compares and contrasts two objects. For a step-by-step lesson plan that involves
brainstorming and exercises for comparing and contrasting objects, visit the following website: http://
www.readwritethink.org/classroom-resources/lesson-plans/teaching-compare-contrast-essay-275.html.

e Have each student select an artwork they know nothing about and write about it based only on the
visual characteristics of the image. Challenge students to be descriptive and use metaphors to describe
different elements of the artwork. Students can use these descriptions to create clues about their
artwork and take turns guessing the works of art their classmates selected.

Math

e Students can use measurements to determine how artwork would be arranged on gallery walls.
Students can use materials such as graph paper, magnets, transparencies or a white board to arrange
artwork of wvarying di mensions on the fAgallery
can physically place them on the wall with tape while older students can use rulers and graph paper to
draft their layout. For example, if the wall is 12 feet long and 10 feet high students can determine how
many 1 foot by 1 foot paintings they can fit on that wall. Remind students that curators generally do not
hang paintings 1 foot from the ceiling or the floor. (No one would be able to see them.) Students can
also consider the minimum amount of space between each piece, how many rows are allowed, which
pieces can be used, how many pieces and how much space should be left at the top and the bottom of
the wall.

e Explore similarities and differences between objects in an experiment that combines math and science.
For example, students can compare similarities and differences in the materials of different types of
balls such as tennis balls, golf balls or basketballs. After comparing materials, students can practice
dropping each ball from a pre-determined height and measuring the height at which each object
bounces. Have students track the measurements for the objects and compare and contrast the results
from each type of ball.

Discuss classification systems in science. Have students create collections of objects. For example,
students can collect easily found items such as buttons, beads, rocks or seashells. Have students
create a classification systems for their collections. For a detailed lesson plan involving collections that
meets math and science standards, visit the following website: http://www.smithsonianeducation.org/
educators/lesson_plans/collections/index.html.

Explore the field of art conservation, the study and care of artwork. Have students experiment with
paper and other art materials to find out what happens when these materials are repeatedly touched by
people or left in sunlight for extended periods of time. Students can track the damage caused by
repeated touching and light by documenting the length of time materials are exposed to light or the
amount of times the material is touched. Ask students to consider what happened to the materials over
time and why.

Visit an online gallery such as Google Art Project (www.googleartproject.com) Have students search for
images that relate to a common theme (for example: nature, places or portraits.) Students can gather
images to create their own online collections.

Compare two works of art or artists using graphic organizers or wikis, collaborative websites with facts
and information gathered from various sources. Students can find resources online about the works of art
or artists and organize the information to illustrate how they are related to each other. Visit the following
website for tips on using wikis in the classroom and examples of other classroom wikis: http:/
educationalwikis.wikispaces.com/Classroom+Wikis.

e Explain to students that they will create their own works of art to be shared with other students and exchanged for
new artist trading cards. Students can create artwork about themselves, about the community or about a topic
they are studying in school. Remind students that their artwork must fit within the size of their cards.

e Students can draw, paint or collage to create a work of art on their card.

e (Optional) On the back of their cards, students can write their name (first name only please), grade level and
the name of their school as shown in the example above.

Project Applications and Extensions

Social Studies, History, Geography

e Explore world cultures or U.S. history with trading cards. Have each student select a different country or
state in the U.S. and make a set of trading cards illustrating different facts, figures and images from their
selected location.

Reading and Writing

e Challenge students to choose words to describe the artist trading cards they made. Display artist
trading cards in the classroom and have each student write one word for each artwork. Students can
use the word lists compiled from these words to create poems about their artwork.

e Practice reading comprehension and descriptive writing by asking students to look at artist trading cards
placed around the room and write a detailed description of their selection on a notecard. Collect the
notecards and redistribute them to the students making sure that no one gets the same card they wrote.

Math

e Create a story problem involving the percentage of returned cards in an artist trading card swap using
the number of cards exchanged from a particular grade, school, state or country.

Science and Physics

e Make sets of trading cards based on a scientific processes. Students can illustrate experiments from
science class or a scientific process. Students can exchange their science cards with one another and
see if they can determine which processes the card is from. For example, weather can be visually
identified. Students can collect pictures of clouds, storms, sunshine, rain, wind-blown trees and snow.
As students learn more about what causes certain types of weather they can keep a journal and write
specific information about what part of the weather cycle their artwork comes from or how it is formed.

Technology

e Create a blog or website with studentsd artist
blog entry that shows an image of one of their cards, an explanation of why they chose to create the
image and what materials they used.

Arts

e Transform the classroom into an exhibition space
individually or in teams to determine where their artwork will be placed in the classroom.

e Collect images based on particular elements of art to help students learn how to categorize, organize,
and make decisions based on visual similarities and differences. For example, ask students to find
images that illustrate the use of line and pattern. This can help students identify that element in artwork,
nature, and everyday objects.

e Use artist trading cards to create a matching game. Students can create several pairs of image cards.
After playing the games, students can exchange trading cards sets with one another.
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
